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Frames for design use –

· Providing another avenue in design other than Traditional

· First Point:  know or find out the frame color, texture, size and form.

· Will the frame be compatible with other materials used?
· Frames come in many shapes and sizes

· Partial or complete

· Design and make your own or have someone build it for you

· Any material can be used as long as it is substantial to hold a design
· May be suspended or with footed device

· A schedule should designate the dimensions and other specifications

· Referred to as the “frame of reference”

· Schedule should use “using a frame/s” or using frame/s in an innovative manner”

· A design is placed inside the frame

· Provide a framed volume of space, creating depth and rhythm

· Allow space around the design

· Frame can be “incorporated “ into the design

· Some of the design materials are placed to include the frame

· i.e., around the side, over the top

The Hanging Design – 

· A design suspended
· Includes space within to look light and airy

· Materials used for the design should have no actual movement as in a frozen sculpture

· The materials used should show movement (rhythm) as implied

· Design needs to have visual balance

· Forms, colors, textures must balance in the design

Types of Hanging Designs –

· Non-Kinetic or not moving

· Design/s can be hung on flat surface e.g., door, wall, panel, etc.
· Design/s may be in framework but not able to freely move

· The Kinetic or design with actual movement

· Designs created to have actual movement

· Movement by air currents as it is suspended in space


Staging –
· Suspension may be within a frame, framework, hook, suspended from the ceiling, chandelier, etc.

· Schedule needs to state what mechanics would be available for the exhibit
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
