PERSONAL ADORNMENTS 

OVERVIEW
· Personal adornments contain fresh roses and are worn, carried or used by a person. 
· Roses must be the floral feature of every item. 
· No artificial plant material (in particular, foliage) may be used. 
· Man-made or natural fresh and/or dried materials may be used.
· Condition of fresh material is so important, but keeping the item looking fresh during display is equally so since you typically do not have a water source for the fresh material during this time.   
· Recall the principles of design: balance, dominance, contrast, rhythm, proportion and scale.
BOUTONNIERES 
· Floral adornment typically worn by men or boys, but could be appropriate for feminine tastes.
· If using a large bloom, only one should be used. 
· If miniatures or buds are used, multiples are in order.
· It may be difficult to condition rose foliage to withstand several hours out of water (substitute). 
· Wiring and taping of all material is appropriate. 
· Items may be displayed on small easels, backgrounds, with or without coolants. 

BRIDAL FLOWERS 
Bride’s Bouquet 
· Cascade, Colonial bouquet, or stylized design. 
· Not just the use of white as predominant color, but as appropriate for schedule ( i.e., Valentine Day wedding) 
· May be loosely tied, well-conditioned materials, or fashioned on a bouquet holder that has floral foam to furnish water to the plant materials. 
· Materials may be wired and taped, but discreet use of mechanics represents the highest order of workmanship. 
· Displayed on a background, or on the stand that a florist uses to transport a bridal bouquet to a wedding.
· Effective staging may include use of a background which reinforces the theme of the wedding. 
Bridesmaid’s Bouquet 
· As bride’s bouquet above, but with following departures

· Smaller than appropriate for a bride, it’s the bride’s day. 
· Wedding theme is carried out through the bridesmaids and their flowers. 
· Generally, petite (compared to the bride’s bouquet) qualities will prevail. 

Nosegays  
· As bride’s bouquet above, but with following departures

· Carried by flower girls and are generally quite small. 
· Small vase may be appropriate or small easels such as those for corsages may suffice for display. 

Chaplets (Halos) 
· Constructed on a wire frame, with foliage, fabric, or ribbon covering the frame (mechanics well hidden).
· Fresh roses may be used with fresh, dried and/or treated dried plant materials. 
· Fresh roses must be well conditioned, but may also have stems in small vials. 
· Displayed on a background or a stand, to complement the entry. (Laying a chaplet on a table would probably be the least effective.)
CORSAGES 
· Artificial plant materials are not permitted; however, small unobtrusive, accessories may be used most effectively, such as logos, school letters or other symbols (as appropriate with the schedule). 
· Corsages have many uses and may be for the shoulder, purse or wrist or even ankle, which must be stated in the schedule. 
· Number of blooms is optional and several blooms are acceptable. Specifications may be made in the schedule that roses be standard size, miniature and/or miniflora varieties or combination.
· Mechanics well employed. 
· Staging done in the most fitting manner for the style and may be specified in the schedule.
· Presentation may be made on a small easel or a background and in the manner in which it is intended to be worn (i.e., if worn with flowers inverted the presentation should be made that way). 

HATS (see Chaplets – however, not on a wire frame) 
· Use of fabric or ribbon as a hat band is permissible. 
· Additional ribbon and fabric are permissible, but most effective presentation is roses as the feature. 
· Presentation may be made by hanging items from the wall, a background or a niche; most effective exhibition of this type of exhibit is probably on a hat stand in front of a background. 

USING THE SCORECARD TO JUDGE 
· Items will likely have the addition of materials aiding in the mechanics of presentation. Closer than usual scrutiny may be exercised to determine the quality of workmanship. 
· Picking up and handling the exhibit is not allowed. 
Prohibitions 
While rose beads made of processed rose petals are personal adornments, they are not included in this chapter. They are considered Rosecraft. 

ARS AWARDS (Personal Adornments are not eligible for Medal Certificates)
Personal Adornment Award (certificate) 

SCHEDULES 
The schedule needs to help by establishing a theme or some direction, size of rose(s), and any staging preferences to be used for personal adornment classes.
Example for show schedules:

SECTION D - PERSONAL ADORNMENTS

Fresh roses must be the floral feature.  Other man-made or natural fresh and/or dried materials may be used.  No artificial plant materials (i.e., foliage, etc.) may be used.  Provide own unobtrusive staging.  Covered ice packs may be used.

Class 9
“Twilight Halloween” Homecoming wrist corsage using fresh roses.  Small, unobtrusive accessories may be used such as logos, school letters, feathers, ribbons, decorative wiring, bling, and other symbols fitting the theme.  To be worn on the wrist.
Class 10 “Wedding in the Rose Garden” Boutonnieres, bridal flowers, chaplets, and hats using fresh roses.  Doilies, hankies, and ribbons may be used.  To be worn, carried, or used by a person.
